HOLDING A SUCCESSFUL MEETING

Nowadays business people spend so much time in meetings that turning meeting time into effective
results is a priority for successful organizations. Actions that make meetings successful require manage-
ment before, during, and after the meeting.

What is done before the meeting is as important as the meeting itself. To ensure the only necessary
points will be covered it’s necessary to create an agenda. An agenda is a list of items and points which are
to be discussed during the meeting. When the agenda is ready it is usually distributed among everyone
concerned. It is important to get feedback from the meeting participants about the proposed agenda. The
organizers should also check the venue, making sure the room will be free, without interruptions, until the
end of the meeting.

The person who will chair the meeting must be appointed in advance. The chairperson should be a
good timekeeper. He should start a meeting on time, without waiting for latecomers. He should also ap-
point somebody to take the minutes, making sure that opinions and action points are noted. He should
make sure that each point on the agenda is allocated the time it deserves and should keep to the timetable.
When the time allocated to one point is up, the chairperson should make sure that discussion moves on to
the next point, even if the issue has not been completely covered. The chairperson should make sure that
each participant has the chance to make the point, and should deal tactfully with disagreements. He
should also try to avoid digressions, where people get off the point. Finally, he should ensure the meeting
finishes on time or earlier.

After some meetings it’s necessary for the minutes to be circulated, especially if there are action
points that particular people are responsible for. At the next meeting the chairperson should ask for the
minutes to be read out and see if everybody agrees that it is an accurate record of what happened, and see
if there are any matters arising. He should also check what progress has been made on the action points
from the previous meeting.

Organizing a meeting it’s necessary to remember that running an effective meeting is more than
sending out a notice that your team is to meet at a particular time and place. Effective meetings need
structure and order. Without these elements they can go on forever and not accomplish their goals. With a
good agenda and a commitment to involving the meeting participants in the planning, preparation, and
execution of the meeting, it is possible to hold a great meeting.

IIpuMepHBIEe TEKCTHI IS EpPeBoOaa
Business Trip

Never before in the history of the world have businessmen traveled as much as they do today. It is
not surprising because we are living in a world of growing international trade and expanding economic
and technical cooperation. Though it is fascinating for tourist travelling, it has become the most tiring of
all occupations for many businessmen and experts. Therefore, choosing a comfortable hotel to stay at is a
matter of big importance. There are plenty of good hotels, motels and guest houses in the world, which
are conviently located in major business centers.

Many developing countries, such as India, Egypt, Nigeria, Lybia, etc have excellent hotels. Their
numerous facilities include both large and small cocktail bars, barber's shops and conference halls
equipped with simultaneous, multilingual translation systems. There are parking areas which can acco-
modate a lot of cars. It might be useful for travelling businessmen and tourists to know that tailor shops,
shoe repair shops, laundry and dry cleaning services are available for guests. People in the office help
guests to book train or steamer tickets and rent a car. They are also ready to give all necessary infor-
mation. Nowadays people who go on business mostly travel by air as it is the fastest means of travelling.
Passengers are requested to arrive at the airport 2 hours before the departure time on international flights
and an hour on domestic flights, as there must be enough time to complete the necessary airport formali-
ties.Passengers must register their tickets, weigh and register the luggage.

Most airlines have at least 2 classes of travel: first class and economy class which is cheaper. Each
passenger of more than 2 years of age has a free luggage allowance. Generally this limit is 20kg for eco-
nomic class passenger and 30kg for first class passenger. Excess luggage must be paid for except for
some articles that can be carried free of charge. Each passenger is given a boarding card to show at depar-
ture gate and again to the stewardess when boarding the plane. Watch the electric sign flashes when you
are on board, when the "Fasten Seat Belts" sign goes on do it promptly and also obey the "No Smoking"
signal. Do not forget your personal effects when leaving the plane.

How to Conduct a Meeting

Meetings can be useful, productive tools, but only if conducted properly. Having a meeting that is
properly laid out with an agenda and a time frame can help a company or organization accomplish much
more in a shorter period of time.

The first step to a productive meeting is to be well prepared for it. This means defining the objec-
tives and desired outcomes of the meeting in an agenda. This agenda lets the meeting attendees know ex-



actly what to expect. Include the topics that will be covered during the meeting in as much detail as nec-
essary. Deliver the agenda through mail or email before the meeting so the participants have a chance to
look over it and make notes of anything they wish to discuss during the meeting. Bring extra copies of the
agenda to the meeting in case any unexpected attendees show up or someone leaves their agenda behind.
Make sure to have enough copies of any other handouts that will be distributed during the meeting.

All the equipment needed for the meeting should be readily available. This may include au-
dio/visual equipment such as a laptop, a Wi-Fi network connection, an LCD, and a microphone rental (if
necessary). Some meeting organizers like to provide refreshments such as coffee, tea, water, or cookies to
the attendees.

Each meeting should have a moderator. It is the moderator’s job to help the meeting attendees
keep on track and the meeting move along if conversation gets stalled on one particular topic. Every
meeting should have someone assigned to take notes. This helps the attendees of the meeting review what
was covered later and also allows those that could not make it to know what was discussed. This duty can
be permanently assigned to someone or regular meeting attendees can swap the note taking duties.

Before discussing the agenda, make any necessary introductions so the attendees are all familiar
with each other. When the meeting starts, the moderator should review the agenda and let attendees know
exactly what is to be covered and the desired outcome of the meeting. He or she should let all attendees
know the timeframe of the meeting. Sticking to this timeframe helps keep the meeting on track.

While conducting the meeting, the moderator and all other attendees should take the time to hear
each person’s opinion on a matter. Meetings work best if everyone is allowed to contribute. If no one of-
fers any ideas, it is the moderator’s job to try to employee brainstorming techniques to help come to a de-
cision on a topic. Stay focused on the agenda and don’t allow the attendees to stray to other areas. If a
good topic arises, but will involve some detailed discussion, ask the note taker to add that topic to the
agenda for the next meeting so it can receive its proper discussion time.

Presentation of a Product

A great product should sell itself but, in reality, it needs your help. Small-business owners often
find it successful to show off an item in a product presentation, which alerts the audience to the next great
thing. Positive presentations are successful ones. Many times, the way you speak about a product is the
impetus for others to buy it. Prepare for a successful presentation, but focus on its content and your form.

Determine the purpose of your presentation to decide what to say and how you need to say it. The
first step is identifying your audience. For example, you might be showing your product at a trade show,
giving information to a group of potential customers, or speaking in front of corporation executive who
will decide whether to buy your product. It is easier to decide on a main presentation tactic, such as in-
formative or persuasive, once you consider who is listening.

Your presentation might focus on a product that's new to you and your company. You must learn
as much about it as possible so that your knowledge is apparent to potential buyers. Get your fact sheet
ready by noting such things as manufacturer’s cost, primary and secondary functions, suggested retail
value, how it compares to similar products on the market and, most importantly, how it will make the
purchaser’s life easier, better or more enjoyable. When deciding on what information to disseminate, you
need to again consider the audience. For example, if these are customers, you need to reflect on what they
probably already know and then decide what else to tell them.

Write down what you plan to say so you can practice. Every presentation must have an introduc-
tion, key content and a conclusion. Begin by introducing yourself and your company briefly to your audi-
ence. Then you can reveal your product, which you should have with you. If it is too large or for some
other reason not presentable, provide a visual representation. Refer to your fact sheet to highlight the
item’s purposes and benefits. Use positive and upbeat descriptions when referring to your product. Give
examples of how people have used the item to their benefit. Telling positive stories associated with the
product will make it more appealing. Conclude your speech by reviewing your main points and opening
the floor to questions.

Practice and polish your speech before you make it. Dress in business attire, groom yourself care-
fully and make sure your palms are dry for shaking hands. Stand straight but with a relaxed attitude.

Smile and look at your audience. Make connections with warm expressions, changes in your tone and
positive body language, which is open and animated. Keep your voice up and enunciate well so others do
not strain to hear you. Take natural breaths and pause when you need to. Do not get flustered over small
mistakes, but move on with your presentation.

Business Travel Expenses

Travel expenses are the ordinary and necessary expenses of traveling away from home for your
business, profession, or job. You cannot deduct expenses that are lavish or extravagant, or that are for
personal purposes.

You are traveling away from home if your duties require you to be away from the general area of
your tax home for a period substantially longer than an ordinary day's work, and you need to get sleep or
rest to meet the demands of your work while away.

Generally, your tax home is the entire city or general area where your main place of business or
work is located, regardless of where you maintain your family home. For example, you live with your
family in Chicago but work in Milwaukee where you stay in a hotel and eat in restaurants. You return to
Chicago every weekend. You may not deduct any of your travel, meals or lodging in Milwaukee because
that is your tax home. Your travel on weekends to your family home in Chicago is not for your work, so
these expenses are also not deductible. If you regularly work in more than one place, your tax home is the
general area where your main place of business or work is located.

In determining your main place of business, take into account the length of time you normally
need to spend at each location for business purposes, the degree of business activity in each area, and the
relative significance of the financial return from each area. However, the most important consideration is
the length of time you spend at each location.

You can deduct travel expenses paid or incurred in connection with a temporary work assignment
away from home. However, you cannot deduct travel expenses paid in connection with an indefinite work
assignment. Any work assignment in excess of one year is considered indefinite. Also, you may not de-
duct travel expenses at a work location if you realistically expect that you will work there for more than
one year, whether or not you actually work there that long. If you realistically expect to work at a tempo-
rary location for one year or less, and the expectation changes so that at some point you realistically ex-
pect to work there for more than one year, travel expenses become nondeductible when your expectation
changes.
